Right Paladin buff mods

The best buff mod I have found is Pally Power.  It allows you to set up which classes get which buffs then all you have to do is click on the button and done, it has a timer so you know when each classes buff is running out.

The two things it doesn’t allow is to use it to buff whilst in combat and to buff individual people if there are more than one of that class in the group.  

I use this for every Instance now.  I set it up before we go in and then I don’t have to think who gets what buff etc.

Once installed you will see a small green dot in the middle of your screen.  It can be hard to see.
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Follow the instructions on screen(
When you right click on the dot the option box appears.
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There is a picture for each class, the hardest thing about this addon for me is remember what each picture is.

To set a buff Left click in the class box.  The buffs cycle through so you can choose the right one.  On mine it uses all greater blessings as I can do them all.  If you can’t it will then choose the normal blessing.  If you right click on a box it will set it back to empty.  Once you have set which buffs for each class you can close the box using the X this will then put your info onto the screen.
It will only become a tool of use when your in groups so I have added a screen shot of what it looks like in a group.
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At present this is telling you that Daffyd (druid) and the warlock have no buffs on them from you.  
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Now as shown they both have a paladin buff from me on them.

I can’t give you screen shots of the next part but when I can I will update this.
When there is more than one paladin in the group using this addon you can see the buffs they are planning to use thus can co-ordinate buffs without actually having to discuss it(
When you open the Pallypower box to set the buffs for the group your usual screen will be there so you can set your buffs then underneath there will be the same thing for all the other paladins in the group.  This means instead of taking hours to buff and to remember what buffs people need, it will take a couple of mins to set up then you don’t have to think about it again.
